
Chapter 5 Presentational Me voilà

You are going to create a presentation describing the activities you do in different seasons and weather conditions here in Brookline. 

1.  Choose five photos, due on Friday May 30th.


1 of yourself and a friend


4 of each of the different seasons and what you do during that season

You must upload them to Google Docs to class on the 30th.  If you don’t have a picture of yourself and a friend, you can take a picture that day.  If you don’t have your own digital pictures for the four seasons, you can go to Google images.  

2.  Put your photos into a Presentation.  Make a slide show of the pictures, where you click to advance to the next photo.  Please, no words on any slides, not your name, not the season, not the activity!  Share with me on Google Docs as “your name moi”.  This must be completed during the period on May 30th.

3.  Practice your oral presentation.  You will talk about yourself, a friend and your activities.  Here are the requirements for each photo:

A.  Picture of yourself and your friend

1.  Give your biographic information: your name, your age and where you live.

2.  Talk about your friend.  Tell his or her name, how old he or she is and what the two of you like to do together. (minimum 7 sentences)

B.  Fall picture

1.  Say what the weather is like in fall.

2.  Say what activity you do in fall.

3. Talk about school.  Tell what classes you have and give your opinion of two of them and at what times these two classes meet.  Talk about what items you need for another class. (minimum 6 sentences)

C.  Winter picture

1.  Say what the weather is like in winter.

2.  Say what activity you and your friends do together on the weekends in winter.  (minimum 2 sentences)

D.  Spring picture

1.  Say what the weather is like in spring.

2.  Say what activity you and your friends do together in spring after school.  (minimum 2 sentences)

E.  Summer picture

1.  Say what the weather is like in summer.

 Say what activity you do in summer.

 Say where you go in the summer and what you do.  (minimum 2 sentences)

In the season when you have your birthday, say that it’s your birthday and what you would like for your birthday.  (minimum 2 sentences)

Make your writing interesting.  Don’t say “j’aime” all the time; either use other expressions for “I like” or just say that you do the activity.  Use words like: et, mais, ou, aussi, surtout, beaucoup, pas tellement, pas de tout, bien sûr, quelque fois, une fois par semaine, de temps en temps, souvent, rarement, ne… jamais, d’habitude.

Write your script in note form, so that it is easier to memorize.  On the day of the presentation, you will speak without notes.  The pictures will help you remember what you need to say.

Presentations start on Monday June 2nd, which is next week.
