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 Chp 4 Presentational La papeterie

In pairs you and a friend will do a skit in French that takes place in a school supply store.  One of you will play a salesperson and the other a customer and then you will switch roles.

1.  Find someone to work with.  

2.  Decide on what things the store will carry and plan to bring those items to class.  Keep it easy by having things that are already in your backpack and choose to have only a few of each item.  Make sure you are clear as to who will bring what.  Write a reminder in your agenda.

3.  Write out a list of the items with prices in euros.  This list will help for the role of the salesperson.  During the skit the salesperson will be allowed to look at the list for prices.  Write prices in numbers, not words.

To determine the price in euros for an item that you know the price of in dollars, you need to multiply the price by 0.76.  


Example: to determine the price of a $3.25 item in euros:

Price in dollars  x  0.76  =  price in euros

$3.25     x  0.76  =  $2.47

4.  Improvise a conversation between the two of you where:

· The customer says what he needs to buy and asks for the items in a particular color and the salesperson answers what she has.

· The customer asks for a few other options, to which the salesperson responds. 
· The customer then ask the prices and the salesperson answers.

· The customer thanks the salesperson and the salesperson responds.

Please make a point to use as much vocabulary from chapter 4 as possible and ensure that you show you can do the following:

· I can express what I am looking to buy in a school supply store.

· I can say how many of an item I need.

· I can describe the colors of school supplies.

· I can ask how much things cost.

· I can say thank you to someone who helps me.

5.  Don’t write out a script, but work together to make a conversation that you will do without notes. Then switch roles and rehearse again.  Practice the conversation many times (about 6 times) to make sure it is well rehearsed.
